Foreign leaders have stepped onto our soil and have shown disrespect for the American people. Our
elected officials apologize and bow down to this sobering disregard of all we love and hold dear. Twice,
Israel’s Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu has been snubbed by America’s leadership. He was not
honored with a state dinner nor offered a morsel of food before his return to Israel. Franklin Graham
the scheduled speaker for the national Pentagon prayer gathering was cancelled because he spoke out
against radical Islam after 911 — ten years ago.

Why is this so disturbing to us? Because America was founded by people like you and me. We are
dedicated Christians with great concern for the poor, lost and helpless souls struggling to find Life,
Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness. We all support Israel’s right to have their homeland. Many of us
can recall May 14, 1948 when Isaiah 66:7-8 was fulfilled -- ““The nation of Israel was born in a day.”

In addition, 19 suitcase radios began
to have great impact and flourish as the Name of Jesus hit the airwaves in Iraq, Indonesia, Africa and
Haiti. With our American risk-taking nature activated by the power of the Holy Spirit, we were driven
daily -- “IN THE AIR AND ON THE GROUND.”

Now on the 10™ anniversary of Israel’s withdrawal from South Lebanon we
boldly face our most challenging opportunity to date. A contract to
broadcast the Voice of Hope programming in Israel via the Matav Cable System HOT
Ltd. (known as “HOT”) is on my desk for signing. Breaking news, music and

comfort will fill the airwaves across Israel. HOT covers 75% of the homes in [ekaEROL L ANE]
Israel.
