Beloved partners, 
 
Yes!  All of our staff in Baghdad, Iraq are safe and accounted for.  Bombs blast, the 
ground shakes – but nothing can stop God’s Army Air Force.  Praise music, 
Scripture reading and words of comfort fill the air.   Muslims, Christians and the 
U.S. military are listening to FM 102.9 the only Christian station in Baghdad.  
 

The Jerusalem Post reported that on August 19th at least 75 people were 
killed and more than 300 wounded in Baghdad attacks! A series of 
explosions targeted government and commercial buildings.  The 
onslaught started shortly after 10 a.m., striking first near the finance 
ministry in northern Baghdad and then minutes later, the deadliest 
blast - - a car bomb near the foreign ministry next to the fortified Green 
Zone (“a place of safety”).  Five other explosions, mostly from car 
bombs, tore through the City killing at least 12 people and wounding 
dozens more. 
 
It was only a few years ago that High Adventure Ministries alerted you to the great opportunity of 
sending a suitcase radio to Iraq. Baghdad Pastor Maher was driven by the Holy Spirit to reach the entire 
City of Baghdad.  He obtained an official government license and is having a terrific response from 
letters and call-ins.  The following are three stories I want to share with you: 
 
Wahid is a young Christian man in Baghdad. One night he crawled up on his roof and looked up into the 
sky.  He felt the Lord say, “I am going to use you to bring many people to me. You will not be able to count 
them. It will be like the stars of heaven.”  He asked, “God, how can that happen? No one knows who I am.”  
The next morning, Pastor Maher called and asked Wahid to come to work at the radio station! 
 
Salma’s husband was kidnapped by Muslim terrorists. She was a Christian, but for two years she had 
wandered around in a fog of depression after the kidnapping. One morning she flipped the radio dial and 
heard a broadcast with music and Bible teaching on prayer. She said to herself, “I must try to get back to the 
Lord.”  She went from one gathering to another and found Pastor Maher’s church. She rededicated her life 
to the Lord and was baptized.  Pastor Maher asked her to help with the Baghdad radio station. She was 
astounded when she realized this was the very station she had first heard on that dreary morning after her 
husband went missing.
